    I had chosen this book because the title of “Shake Hands For Ever” is taken from part of a poem by the English Poet, Michael Drayton, whom I loved very much.

    Chief Inspector Reginald Wexford lives and works in the mid-Sussex town of Kingsmarkham, in south-eastern England.  Kingsmarkham is a fictional town-it is not real. When some of the stories were televised, the town of Romsey in Hampshire was chosen because it was very much like the “Kingsmarkham” of the Ruth Rendell stories. It is a very “English” market town, with a beautiful church and plenty of wonderful countryside nearby. And Wexford is very much like an English country town policeman. He is more interested in people and the reasons for their crimes, than in forensic evidence or «clues”. In “Shake Hands For Ever” Wexford has to spend some time in London. Many areas of London are mentioned in the novel.  Wexford is married to Dora. Their marriage is a happy one, but Wexford is not an easy man to live with. He can be stubborn. Wexford and Dora have two grown-up daughters.

    It’s a detective story one, written by Ruth Rendell. She began her writing career as a journalist, working for newspapers in Essex. One of the book’s great strengths is characterization: heroes and heroines may seem larger than life but they are also so deeply human.

    The book didn’t influence my life. From my point of view this book can’t teach the reader important information. But it worth reading for those, who want to kill time.
